To those from Ukraine who have sought refuge in Japan

O With the revision of the Immigration Control Act in June 2023, a “Complementary
Protection Eligibility Certification System” has been newly established. The purpose of this
system is to recognize and protect persons who have been displaced by conflict and are at
risk of persecution should they return to their home countries as persons eligible for
complementary protection.

To be certified as a person eligible for complementary protection, a process is required
that includes submitting an application to your Regional Immigration Bureau. Applications
will be accepted starting December 1, 2023.

O The Japanese government intends to provide the same level of support to those certified
as eligible for complementary protection as is available to those defined as refugees under
the UN Refugee Convention. The support currently being provided by the government will
be gradually transferred to this system.

O Those who are certified as eligible for complementary protection and their families can
participate in the “Resettlement Support Program” in which they can learn the Japanese
language and about systems that are useful for daily life in Japan. Additionally, during the
duration of the program, participants can receive living support (subject to conditions and
screening)..

The first Resettlement Support Program will begin in April 2024.

(For persons displaced from Ukraine who are receiving living expense assistance from the
state)

O Displaced persons from Ukraine who are currently receiving living expenses support
from the state can receive living expenses for up to two years from the date they start
receiving living expenses, even if they are certified as persons eligible for supplementary
protection.

Please note that it is not possible to receive both living expenses as a displaced person
from Ukraine and the Resettlement Allowance at the same time.

About the Program

The Japanese government has introduced a Resettlement Support Program, which also includes
Japanese language education and guidance for daily life, free of charge for those who have been
certified by the Minister of Justice as eligible for complementary protection, and their family members.

eParticipants can learn the basics of the Japanese language and study in Japanese about systems,
customs, and other things that are useful for daily life in Japan.

eWhile you are receiving the Resettlement Allowance, you may be able to receive living support
(subject to conditions and screening).

o|f needed, computer and other equipment can be lent to those who wish to take the classes online.
eChildcare services are available for those taking in-person classes in the Daytime Course.

eThe first Resettlement Support Program will begin in April 2024.

Who Can Participate in the Program

Persons certified as eligible for complementary protection, and their family members”
However, those who have previously participated in the Resettlement Support Program cannot participate

*: “Family members” is defined as foreign nationals residing in Japan, such as husbands, wives, parents, and
unmarried children, who have resident status in Japan.

1. Japanese language education (572 class periods [1 class period = 45 minutes])
eDevelop basic Japanese language skills (reading, writing, listening, speaking).
eStudy the Japanese language necessary for living independently.

2. Guidance for daily life (120 class periods [1 class period = 45 minutes])

elLearn about systems (medical care, insurance, pension, tax, etc.) and customs that are useful for daily
life in Japan.

*Classes are based on a curriculum that combines Japanese language education with guidance for daily life.
